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The Dream:  Ending Human Slavery 

Freedom stones began as a dream to help 

impoverished women get beyond simply making 

an income to being transformed in soul, mind, 

and body to a place of freedom and 

empowerment.   

Women are the same everywhere �± they love 

their families, they want to help one another.  

No woman really wants to sell her own children 

or her own body into sexual or bonded slavery.  

Freedom Stones was conceived with this truth 

at its core �± that women have the will, strength 

and ability to escape poverty, change their lives, 

and even change the world if only given the 

right opportunities.   

Hands for healing, hands for helping. Hands to Empower 

   Freedom Stones has been working in Thailand since 2005, 

where over 20,000 women and children are caught in a web of 

sexual exploitation.  Freedom Stones also partnered with 

Cambodian Hope Organization in Poipet, Cambodia in 2008 

where many villagers are tricked by traffickers into selling their 

children, thinking they will be getting an education in the city 

only to never see them again.  In 2009, Freedom Stones 

partnered with Touch A Life in Ghana, Africa helping rescue 

children sold into slavery for the fishing trade on Lake Volta and 

teaching them vocational skills.
